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DIRECTIONS TO AIF 
AIF is located on the 6th floor of Stadhouderskade 2, at the corner of the streets Overtoom and 
Stadhouderskade, close to the Leidseplein (Leidse square) area of the city. 

 

From Leidseplein, cross the bridge over the canal (in the direction of the Marriott and NH hotels). You are 
now on the Stadhouderskade. Cross over the Stadhouderskade and turn right. Continue walking 200 

meters till the next intersection, which is the Overtoom. AIF is located on this corner. 
 
 

 
BY PUBLIC TRANSPORT 
By Tram 
From Amsterdam Central Station 

Take tram 1, 2 or 5 to Leidseplein (from Leidseplein, see directions above). 
 
From the RAI Station 

Take tram 4 to Frederiksplanstoen, then transfer to tram 6, 7 or 10 and exit at Leidseplein (from 
Leidseplein, see directions above). 
 

From the WTC Station 

Take tram 5 to Leidseplein (from Leidseplein, see directions above).  
 

 

 
FROM AMSTERDAM SCHIPHOL AIRPORT 
By Taxi from Airport 
Taxis are available outside the arrivals hall. The journey will take approximately 30 minutes and costs EUR 

35 - 40.  

  
By Hotel Shuttle Bus from Airport (stops at a number of Amsterdam hotels) 

Departs every 10 minutes, outside the arrivals hall. The journey will take approximately 45 minutes and 

costs EUR 12-15. http://www.schipholhotelshuttle.nl/site/home.asp 
  

By Bus from Airport 

Bus no. 197 departs every 10-15 minutes outside the arrivals hall, from platform B9/B11. You should get out 
at the Leidseplein (Leidse square), which is a 2 minute walk from AIF and most of the hotels we have special 

rates with. The trip takes approximately 40 minutes and a single ticket costs EUR 4 (available from the 

driver). From Leidseplein to AIF, see directions above. 
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By Train from Airport 

Trains depart approximately every 15 minutes for Amsterdam Central Station. The train station is 

directly underneath the airport, just follow the signs (remember to purchase your ticket in the Arrivals Hall 
before boarding the train). The journey to Amsterdam Central Station will take 15 minutes and costs just 

under EUR 4. From Amsterdam Central Station you would have to take the tram (line 1, 2 or 5) to the 

stop Leidseplein (Leidse square), this takes about 15 minutes). Tickets are available on the tram, single 
ticket costs EUR 2.60.

BY CAR 
From Amersfoort 

From the A1, turn off onto A10 (ring road) east - take the exit Centrum S 112, at the traffic lights turn left at 
the roundabout (Amstelstation) second exit, follow the traffic sign RAI, cross the river Amstel, then turn 

right onto Amsteldijk.  For further instructions see Utrecht  

 
From Utrecht 

Follow the A2-Amsterdam, exit Amsterdam Center end A2 at the traffic lights, after the bridge turn right 

into President Kennedylaan, go straight on (this road name changes to Amsteldijk), until you reach a T-
junction, turn left onto Stadhouderskade, follow this road beyond the Rijksmuseum and the Leidseplein, 

turn left into the Overtoom. AIF is on the corner immediately to the left. 

 
From Schiphol Airport – Den Haag 

From the A4, turn off onto A10 (ring road) west, direction Zaanstad take the exit Osdorp S 106, at the end 

of this exit turn right, continue straight on across the Surinameplein (roundabout), and follow direction 
Oud-West / Centrum, cross the bridge and turn left onto Overtoom.  Follow the Overtoom to its end.  AIF 

is on the right-hand corner at the end of the road.
